Pick Up 

 

母音字(aiueo)で始まる語は、前の語とくっつく傾向がある。 

Examples 

① Do you have any(ﾊｳﾞｪﾆｰ) brothers or(ﾌﾞﾗｻﾞｰｿﾞｱ) sisters? 

② No.  I'm an only(ｱｲﾏﾉﾝﾘｰ) child. 

③ You live in a(ﾘｳﾞｨﾅ) good area(ｸﾞｯﾃﾞﾘｱ), don't you? 

 

 

y で始まる語は、前の語とくっつく傾向がある。 

Examples 

① No, not yet(ﾅｯﾁｪｯﾄ). 

② That restaurant is on an eat-as-much-as-you(ｱｼﾞｭｰ)-please system. 

③ You are a very good cook, aren't you(ｱｰﾝﾁｭｰ)? 

 

 

似た音や同じ音が続く時、前の音は弱くなる。 

Examples 

① I would die(ｳｯﾀﾞｲ) for her. 

② I used to(ﾕｰｽﾄｩｰ) go out with him. 

③ Yes, I'm married(ｱｲﾏﾘｰﾄﾞ). 

 

 



Pick Up 

 

アクセントの後の弱い t は、あいまいなラ行の音になる。 

Examples 

① I got a(ｶﾞﾗ) ticket for speeding, which cost me 20,000 yen. 

② It's so beautiful(ﾋﾞｭｰﾘﾌｫｰ)!  The weather was good, wasn't it? 

③ Really?  I saw it, too, but I(ﾊﾞﾗｲ) thought it was a turkey! 

 

 

アクセントは、同じリズムでやってくる傾向がある。例文の赤文字(アクセン

ト)が同じタイミングでくるように、手拍子をしながら読む練習をしよう。 

Examples 

① I want to go on a triiiip this coming wiiiinter break. 

② I can't go on a triiiip because I can't take any long holidays. 

③ We went to Okinawa on a package tour. 

 

 

b(バ行)と v(ヴァ行)の発音の違いに注意しよう。 

v は下唇を軽く噛んで、ヴァ ヴィ ヴ ヴェ ヴォ です。 

Examples 

① I have all of the Beatles' CDs. 

② Do    I    ever.    I    always    carry    a    book    with    me    and    read    it    when    I    get    the    time. 

③ What books have impressed you lately? 

 

 

 

Pick Up 

 

tr は１つの音のように早く発音される。 

Examples 

① In Western countries(ｶﾝﾃｭﾘｰｽﾞ), sales people work on commission. 

② Nowadays, the word "restructure(ﾘｽﾃｭﾗｸﾁｬｰ)" is common. 

③ Restructuring(ﾘｽﾃｭﾗｸﾃｨﾝｸﾞ) can't be helped under the recession. 

 

 

f(ファ行)と v(ヴァ行)の音の違いに注意しよう。 

f は下唇を軽く噛んで、ファ フィ フ フェ フォです。 

Examples 

① Japanese universities are difficult to enter, but easy to finish. 

② The lunch break is my favorite period. 

③ We can have a part-time job if we obtain permission. 

 

 

th(サ行)と s(サ行)の音の違いに注意しよう。 

日本語でサシスセソと発音すると、歯の間から空気がもれる音がします。 

th は、舌の先に軽く歯を当てて、空気がもれる音がしないよう発音します。 

Examples 

① I think soccer is getting more popular year by year in Japan. 

② I play tennis for my health. 

③ I think soft-tennis is only played in Japan. 

 

 



Pick Up 

 

l(ラ行)と r(ラ行)の音の違いに注意しよう。 

l は舌の先を前歯の後ろ周辺につけてラ リ ル レ ロ。 

r は舌の口の中で丸めてラ リ ル レ ロ。 

Examples 

① I don't like to get on a ski lift; it's scary. 

② I can't do the crawl because I can't breathe properly. 

③ I want to lose weight, so I do aerobics at the sports gym. 

 

 

f(ファ行)と h(ハ行)の音の違いに注意しよう。 

Examples 

① No, I was frightened all the time because it was very high. 

② You have a fear of heights, don't you? 

③ He has a short temper.  Stay away from him. 

 

 

アクセントのある a を｢ア｣と発音する時、｢エ｣と｢ア｣の中間の音になる。 

Examples 

① Do you have a fever? 

② I felt bad and threw up yesterday. 

③ He has been ill as long as 2 weeks. 

 

 

 

Pick Up 

 

アクセントのある o を｢ア｣と発音する時、あくびのような大きな口で｢ア｣。 

Examples 

① My sister was hospitalized for appendicitis. 

② I wear contacts. 

③ I don't like the shot for the anesthesia. 

 

 

アクセントのあるoやuを｢ア｣と発音する時、｢ア｣と｢オ｣の中間の音になる。 

Examples 

① Talking of money, I need to save a lot more. 

② But you said you had some money in your saving account. 

③ What would you do if you won 100 million yen in the lottery? 

 

 

ld の l はほとんど発音されない。 

Examples 

① We display a set of small dolls(ｽﾓｰﾄﾞー ﾙｽﾞ) on March 3rd. 

② As usual, my family will hold a(ﾎｳﾀﾞ) Christmas party.  I will bake a big cake. 

③ On the day after Christmas, unsold(ｱﾝｿｳﾄﾞ) cakes are a good price.
